Sample math questions on the first round of the test includes the following:

1. A hog trading team sells two hogs for $120 each. They sell one of the hd35%oof the price they paid
for the hog. They sell the other hog for 80% of the price they paid for it. Do they make a profit or a loss
overall, and how much, in dollars, is that profit or loss?

2. How many integers greater than 0 are less than TDdbe palindromes? An integer is a palindrome if its
digits are the same when read left to right and right to left. For instance, 2134312 and 353 are palindromes;
so are 1001, 99, 5, and 1. Reminder: do not count the number O.
